ASIT is an initiative of police, academia and civil so-
ciety organisations from Spain, Bulgaria, Greece, Po-
land, Italy and Slovakia.

The ASIT team promotes measures to combat human
trafficking through various support tools to identify
signs of victimisation at work, in communities, in pub-
lic institutions, on online platforms, websites and in
e-commerce services.

Our aim is to provide frontline workers (in social,
health, and community services, employees and em-
ployers in the tourism, leisure, seasonal work, IT sup-
port or business services sectors, etc.) with the knowl-
edge they need to effectively identify, protect, and
assist (potential) victims of human trafficking.

1. A set of signs that a person may be at risk of hu-
man trafficking.

2. Detailed communication guidelines, what to watch
out for.

3. Procedure for reporting a potential victim, as well
as for assisting and protecting victims.

OF THE ASIT COMPASS?

The ASIT Compass supports early measures and
warnings in the field of prevention and protection
of modern forms of “slavery”.

Anyone can identify a (potential, presumed) victim
of human trafficking based on identifiers that are con-
sistent with knowledge of human trafficking.

Identification is based on recognising signs of vi-
olation and restricting the victim’s rights. There is
a “series of clear signals - red flags” of psychologi-
cal and physical signs that alert the observer to the
possibility that he or she may be a potential victim
of human trafficking.

Indicators serve as “warning signals” and help identify
the victim. For example, the victim may appear with-
drawn, but they may also show signs of aggression or
erratic behaviour. In some cases, the person may be
overly cheerful or even hysterical.

Pay attention to less important signs that you can get
from observing or briefly talking to a potential victim
of human trafficking.

Focus on risk signs and identifiers according to the
form of exploitation: labour exploitation, general
sexual exploitation, forced begging, forced marriage,
forced criminality, organ harvesting or other forms
of exploitation.

In most cases, victims of human trafficking may be-
have unnaturally, e.g. they are withdrawn, avoid com-
municating with others, leave others behind, avoid
eye contact, are accompanied, etc. They may also
show signs of physical violence.

Identification begins with assessing the externally
observed signs of the potential victim.Behaviour var-
ies — victims may appear aggressive or overly cheer-
ful.

These are most often signs of a psychological and
physical nature, which indicate that the person’s life
and health may be at risk.

 Coercion at work: the person is forced to perform
activities against their will.

» Restriction of movement: they cannot move and
are often controlled and guarded.

* Isolation: the victim is often isolated from family,
acquaintances and friends.

« Withholding personal documents and payment
cards: The victim does not have their documents
(passport, ID card) with them, which gives the vic-
tim the impression that they are illegally in a for-
eign country. Payment cards are withheld to dis-
pose of the victim's finances.

¢ Restriction: Victims are often prevented from com-
municating with family, friends or significant oth-

Threat to basic needs: Victims suffer from hunger,
lack of sleep and lack of access to medical care.
Non-payment of wages: Victims are not paid or re-
ceive only a small portion.

Debt bondage: The victim is convinced that they
owe money for travel, accommodation, paperwork,
job security, etc., creating a false sense in the victim
that the debt must be paid.

Unexplained behaviour: When asked questions, the
victim may show signs of fear, anxiety or hesitation.
They may also appear overly submissive or with-
drawn and avoid direct communication.

Physical: Victims often show signs of physical vio-
lence, such as bruises, cuts or burns, which indicate
abuse or exploitation.

Inhumane working conditions: victims are respon-
sible for inhumane working conditions, long hours,
lack of rest, dangerous environments, often without
fair rewards, etc.

WHAT TO LOOK FOR WHEN DEALING WITH HUMAN
TRAFFICKING:

« Does the potential victim have their documents
(passport, ID card) or is someone else in control of
them?

+ Victims often resort to using fake or altered identity
documents.

+ Is the money for the work done by several people
(potential victims) sent to the same bank account?
This could mean that a third party owns these peo-
ple’s earnings. Are workers facing deductions for
allegedly providing accommodation and food or to
pay off fictitious debts?

 Is the group of workers being driven and picked up
by suspicious people?

+ Do individuals appear malnourished, unkempt or
show obvious signs of withdrawal? Are they injured
or missing personal belongings, wearing inappro-
priate clothing for the working conditions, etc.?

« Is the potential victim accompanied by others?
Does she appear to be under constant surveillance,
and is a third party communicating with her?

« Is the potential victim hesitant to seek medical
attention? Are descriptions of how the injuries oc-

curred vague or inconsistent?

+ Is there an evident fear of law enforcement (police,
immigration police) or immigration authorities? Are
they concerned about the consequences of deport-
ing themselves or their families?

+ Does the potential victim declare an existing debt?
Victims may feel trapped in a cycle of debt, as they
owe money to someone who is exploiting their sit-
uation.

If a recruitment agency offers your company any of
the following services, be aware and thoroughly
check the firm and the employees hired:

« Service agreement: There is a clear and compre-
hensive agreement on the scope of work, which is
stated in the service contract with the recruitment
agency. It should define responsibilities regarding
labour rights and obligations under the Labour
Code.

+ Unrealistic promises: Beware of unrealistic claims.
Are they offering workers at significantly reduced
rates or boasting about meeting productivity levels
in an unreasonably short time frame?

 lIdentification of workers: Are workers, properly
identified by their company?

« Preventing free entry and exit indicates a controlling
and abusive environment.

+ Signs of fear or anxiety that reflect psychological
consequences.

« Possession of little or no personal belongings indi-
cates a lack of stability or reliance on a trafficker.

+ Please be aware of guests who do not have control
over their finances or personal documents.

+ Notice if individuals wear inappropriate clothing for
their age or status.

Be on the lookout for suspicious behaviour by perpe-
trators in a hotel, guesthouse, salon, etc.:

- Staying for only a few hours instead of staying over-
night.

« Suspicious payments and large amounts of cash at
checkout.

+ Leaving minor children in the room unattended for
extended periods.

+ Meeting a minor in hotel areas (bars, restaurants,
etc.)

+ Requesting multiple rooms or refusing entry to
cleaning staff

FOOTPRINTS THAT INDICATE
HUMAN TRAFFICKING




+ Budovanie dovery a grooming (proces, pri ktorom
si dospely clovek zvycCajne cez internet ziskava
doveru dietata s cielom jeho budiceho sexualneho
zneuzitia): Prostrednictvom aplikacii na zasielanie
sprav a zoznamovacich stranok obchodnici s ludmi
vytvaraji klamlivé vztahy, ponidkajid emocionalnu
podporu alebo predstieraji romanticky zaujem
s cielom vytvorit emocionalnu zavislost a znorma-
lizovat nevhodné spravanie.

Izolacia a kontrola: Pachatelia monitoruji komu-
nikaciu obeti, vyZaduji neustalu online dostupno-
st a pouzivaju spyware (malvér, ktory tajne sleduje
a zhromazduje informacie o pouzivatelovi bez jeho
vedomia alebo sihlasu). Zhromazduji digitalne
dokazy na vydieranie prostrednictvom kompro-
mitujiceho obsahu.

Vykoristovanie a natlak: Obete s vykoristované
prostrednictvom digitalnych platforiem vratane
reklamnych sluzieb na Specializovanych webovych
strankach, prostrednictvom aplikacii na komu-
nikaciu a platobnych schém, ktoré ich robia fi-
nancne zavislymi.

Kontrolné mechanizmy prostrednictvom komunika-
cie cez smartfony: Nepretrzity kontakt udrZiavany
prostrednictvom aplikacii na odosielanie sprav, ¢im
je na obete vyvijany psychicky natlak.

+ Trust building and grooming (a process in which an

adult usually gains the child’s trust online for future
sexual abuse): Through messaging apps and dating
sites, traffickers create deceptive relationships, of-
fer emotional support or feign romantic interest to
create emotional dependency and normalise inap-
propriate behaviour.

Isolation and control: Perpetrators monitor victims'
communications, demand constant online availabil-
ity, and use spyware (malware that secretly tracks
and collects information about the user without
their knowledge or consent) to isolate victims from
their support networks. They collect digital evidence
to blackmail them through compromising content.

Exploitation and coercion: Victims are forced into
exploitation through digital platforms, including
advertising services on specialised websites, the
use of communication applications, and payment
schemes that make them financially dependent.

Control mechanisms through smartphone commu-
nication: constant contact is maintained through
messaging apps, putting psychological pressure on
victims.

GPS tracking: GPS functionality allows victims to be

monitored in real-time, creating a sense of com-
plete control and preventing escape.
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GPS sledovanie: Funkcia GPS umoznuje, aby boli
obete monitorovaneé v redlnom case, ¢im sa vytvara
pocit Gplnej kontroly, a zabranuje Gniku.

Online aktivita nezodpovedajica veku: Maloleti
s profilmi alebo diskusiami zameranymi na dos-
pelych, ktoré nezodpovedaji ich veku.

Sifrované spravy: Varovnym signalom je prechod
konverzacii na Sifrované kanaly, skriptovaci jazyk
a rychly postup k Ziadostiam o kompromitujici ma-
terial.

Nezvylajné digitalne lokalizacné navyky: Casté
kontroly na miestach sdvisiacich s obchodovanim
s ludmi m6zu naznacovat vykoristovanie.

Ukazovatele spravania: Digitalne stopy mozZu
odhalit natlak prostrednictvom zmien v aktivite
na socialnych sietach, ako st nahle vystavenia lu-
xusnych predmetov alebo obmedzené komentare,
¢o naznaCuje izolaciu a stratu autonomie. Uka-
zovatelom mozu byt aj modriny alebo nevhodné
oblecenie.

Age-inappropriate online activity: Minors with
adult-oriented profiles or un-age-appropriate dis-
cussions.

Encrypted messages: Switching conversations to
encrypted channels, scripted language, and rapidly
progressing requests for compromising material are
red flags.

Unusual digital location habits: Frequent check-ins
to locations associated with human trafficking may
indicate exploitation.

Behavioural indicators: Digital footprints can reveal
coercion through changes in social media activity,
such as sudden displays of luxury items or limited
comments, indicating isolation and loss of autono-
my. Physical signs, such as bruises or inappropriate
clothing, may also be a sign.

If you find out that there is a victim of trafficking in
your area or at your workplace, it is important to find
out sensitively what has happened.

+ Communicate with the victim alone and not in front
of others, especially when no other people from
the victim’s work environment are present. Ensure
that others cannot see that you are communicating
with this person.

« Tell the victim who you are and try to reassure
them that they do not need to be afraid because
you want to help them.

- Listen and ask questions, but avoid questions that
start with “why”.

« Identify whether they may be a victim of human
trafficking based on basic indicators. Take action
if you suspect human trafficking because this is
a serious crime.

When communicating with a person who is a victim of
human trafficking, keep in mind that:

+ The person in front of you is a victim of a crime.

« He or she is not the perpetrator of the crime of
human trafficking,

« The crime of human trafficking violates the funda-
mental rights and freedoms of the victim, which is
also visible in the behaviour and appearance of the
victim,

+ Avictim of human trafficking is a particularly vul-
nerable victim and requires special protection and
assistance,

+ There are many reasons why victims of human

trafficking do not consider themselves victims

of human trafficking or do not ask for help,

Victims of human trafficking are psychologically
and physically abused and constantly controlled;
they fear retribution, revenge against themselves
and their families, or feel responsible for their sit-
uation, and are also unaware that there are various
forms of assistance.

Pay attention to ethical standards: respect the
victim’s rights, freedoms and dignity. Be aware that
the person did not become a victim voluntarily.

Do not judge a victim by their appearance, nation-
ality, health status, or the activity they were forced
to perform.

You may encounter a victim of human trafficking in
a public place or at your workplace. Victims may be
running from their perpetrator and are in a poor phys-
ical and psychological state. To determine if they are
a victim of human trafficking, you need to find out
what happened sensitively.

« Ask colleagues to help ensure the victim’s basic
needs are met. This includes ensuring a safe situa-
tion and reporting the incident to the police.

+ Depending on your skills and available resourc-
es, contact the police or any national helpline or
non-governmental organisations to obtain contact
information for organisations that provide accom-
modation, food, drinks, rest or access to other basic
needs.

+ Depending on the current mood and situation, the
victim may turn to a support and assistance system
through various trusted organisations, institutions
or the police.

« If the victim does not wish to contact a support or-
ganisation for victims of trafficking, respect their
decision. Please provide them with helplines in your
country.

« If there is an imminent threat to the victim’s life or
health, you must contact the police immediately.

+ Remember that it is ultimately up to the victim to
decide whether to report the incident to the police.

« Remember that different forms of help are available
in each country without requiring the victim to file
a criminal complaint or cooperate with the police.
